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Latest Key Facts 
 
·  Hall Green District has a life expectancy 0.3 years higher than the Birmingham 

average (2007/09). 
·  The infant mortality rate is 6.2 per 1,000 births (2007/09) compared to the city 

average of 7.7 per 1,000 births (2007/09).   
·  In general lower people die age 75 and under compared to the city average. 
·  Mortality rates are generally similar to the Birmingham average. 
·  Hospital admissions rates are generally higher than the Birmingham average. 
·  Mental Health hospital admissions are higher than the Birmingham average. 
·  According to ONS 2007 estimates the ward has a white British community of 

47.3% and 52.7% Black and Minority Ethnic groups. This is compared to the 
69.7% White and 30.3% Black and Minority Ethnic groups in Birmingham overall. 

·  Year 6 Obesity is 22.4% compared to the city average of 22.0% in 2009/10. 
·  The District has a mixed community with areas of different health need. 
·  The population of the District is 112,700 
·  The District has 23 General Practices and 0 mental health service units and 4 

acute hospitals. 
·  10.6% of the District is made up of public open space, compared to the city 

average of 11.4%. 
·  1,330 people per 100,000 population in this District receive services from social 

care, relating to learning disabilities, physical disability and mental health. This 
compares to 1,303 people per 100,000 receiving services in Birmingham overall. 

·  2,624 people per 100,000 population receive mental health incapacity benefit 
within this District, this compares to 2,353 people per 100,000 who receive this in 
Birmingham overall. 

·  8.5% of people in the District receive Disability Living Allowance, compared with 
8.1% in Birmingham overall. 

 
This report gives a brief overview of the health indicators for the population.  The 
sources of original data used for calculations in this report are listed at the end of this 
document. 
 
NB.  A General Practice is made up of either singular or multiple Medical Doctors and their 
staff.  This should be taken into account when looking at the amount of practices quoted

·  Around 112,707 people live in the District.    
·  The District has a registered GP population of 125,462.1 GP registered 

populations are often larger than resident populations, as people not living in the 
District may be registered with GPs in it.   

·  9% of the population are under 5, compared to 8% for Birmingham 
·  15% of the population are between 5 and 14, compared to 14% for Birmingham 
·  65% of the population are between 15 to 65, compared to 66% for Birmingham 
·  11% of the population are over 65, compared to 13% for Birmingham 
·  Overall, the District population accounts for 11% of the total city. 
 

Social Determinants 
 
·  Unemployment in April 2011 was 12.2%; compared to the city average of 11.7%. 
·  12.2% of people in Birmingham receiving social care for learning disabilities in 

2009 came from this District; additionally 11.2% of those in Birmingham receiving 
social care for physical disabilities in 2009 also come from this District. 

·  The District has an IMD Score of 36.9 in 2010, making it more affluent than the 
Birmingham average (37.9). 

·  7.8% of all violent crimes in Birmingham during 2009/10 occurred in this District. 
·  Social housing has improved greatly across the city; the District has 2,579 decent 

homes compared to the average for the Districts of 6,485 in April 2009.2

Years of Life Lost 
 
‘Years of Life Lost’ (YLL) is a measure of premature mortality (in people aged 75 and 
under). We assume that a premature death is a death in someone aged 75 or under. 
This is a standard UK assumption. It helps us compare the relative importance of 
different causes of death before people reach 75 within a particular population (like a 
District) and this can be used by health planners to define priorities for preventing 
those deaths. It can also be used to compare the premature deaths of different 
populations for a particular cause of death, such as heart disease.  
 
The concept of Years of Life Lost (YLL) helps us estimate the length of time in years 
a person would have lived had they not died prematurely. So someone who dies at 
70 has five years of life lost at the time they die. By including the age at which death 
occurs, rather than just recording the fact that someone has died, we can calculate 
YLL for the whole population. This is an attempt to quantify the impact of premature 
deaths in a population from all premature deaths or from a specific cause like heart 
disease. 
 



 

We exclude infant deaths (i.e. deaths of children aged 1 or under at time of death) 
infant deaths are mostly a result of causes specific to infancy and don’t reflect well 
the different causes of deaths later in life. A separate infant death rate is calculated. 
 
Figure 3 shows the values of years of life lost for a number of causes for the District, 
alongside the Birmingham average. This is expressed as a rate per 10,000 of the 
population; which is shown as a number on the chart. These are then plotted to show 
the proportional contribution of each disease to the total premature deaths, 
represented by the width of the bars.

·  The District has a higher proportion of years of life lost from accidents and suicide. 
·  By contrast it loses fewer lives proportionally from coronary heart disease.  
·  The comparison of the District and Birmingham rate shows Hall Green as a whole 

has a lower burden of premature death compared to Birmingham.
